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"THE THIRD DICTATOR TO FALL" [JEvEEEE N 4NN 1

The KNU Bulletin No.2 (Jan:86)featured an article on the " Profile of an
Absolute Dictator " showing the past and present of Ne Wn. " Peoples Power" has

already accounted for the fall of two D ctators in 1986 and the question is now
bei ng asked,who is the next to go?

The nisery that has overtaken the people of Burma since 1948 has driven
themto despair and Ne Wn's last action, the introduction of the 75 Kyat note, may
well prove the spark that will ignite "Peoples Power" in Burma. Let us conpare Ne
Wn with those other two dicators that have fallen, 'Baby-Doc' Duvalier of Haiti
and Ferdi nand Marcos of the Philippines. Their cases bear a remarkable simlarity.

It israre for a dictator to retirepeacefully, for once in power, the
tenptation to stay on for ever becones too great. Both Duvalier and Marcos failed
to heed the warning signs and Ne Wn has shown the same weakness by refusing to
retire and setting up San Yu as his puppet and so called President. However in
their more sobre noments, both Marcos and Duvalier did consider the possibility
that they nmight not last for ever and nade careful provision for that event. Ne
Wn, too, has wi sely | ooked ahead.

Gobviously such dictators cannot renmain in their ow country and so the
first consideration must be to obtain a residence or estate in a foreign |and.
Marcos has a wi de range of choice, with nany expensive properties in Hawmaii and on
the United States nainland, as we have seen on television; indeed he seens to be
unabl e to deci de whi ch to choose. Duvalier too has property overseas, but so un-
popular is he that he is finding it alittle difficult to rmove in, si nce no
country wants him Wether Ne Wn has property in Hawaii ( a popular haven for
retired crimnals!) is not known at the noment but he does have properties in
London and his nost likely choice will be his splendid house which he purchased
inVictoriaroad, Wnbl edon, close to the world fanous tennis courts.

Both Marcos and Duvalier took away all the ready cash they could from
their countries' treasuries, before they left; no doubt Ne Wn will try to do the
same if they are not already enpty. But as will be remenbered, N Wn made pro-
vision sone two years ago when he paid a quick visit to Europe with a plane |oad
of jade and gens, so heavy that the plane was unable to take off at first.

There is grow ng evidence from captured Burmese sol diers that feeling
against Ne Wn has reached such a pitch , that his end nay cone at any nonment.
Despite Rangoon's control of both Press and Radio, the details of how " Peoples

Power" without recourse to arns, has tw ce succeeded in dethroning dictators and
Ne Wn knows that his days are nunbered. Foreign governments are already asking
t hensel ves whet her they have nade a grave error in loaning the Ne Wn regine the

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PRESI DENT GENERAL BO MYA'S SPEECH ON THE 37TH

ANNI VERSARY OP KAREN REVOLUTI ON

This 31st day of January 1986 is the 37th anniversary of the Karen
Revolution. n this auspicious day, | extend ny best wishes to all the |eaders,
personnel of the armed forces of Kawthoolei and all the Karen people, | urge you
to nake resolutions to carry on our Karen revolution with new spirit and new

vigour until final victory is won.

For more than 37 years, our enemes, the Burmese-chauvinist rulers, have
attenpted to destroy our people and our Karen revolution by various neans. We,
however, have nanaged to naintain and strengthen our struggle, and stand up
valiantly against them Instead of destroying us, we have seen that it is the
successive  Burmese - chauvi ni st regimes which have suffered defeat and
di sintegration.

In 1975, the BSPP nilitary regime started its " four-cut " operations,
maki ng an unprecedented effort to wipe us out in a period of four years. They
tried to cut us mlitarily by stepping up their mlitary offensives against us.
Politically, the eneny tried to cut us by spreading false propaganda about us.
Wien his false propaganda failed to win over the people, he started
anti-civilian canpaigns of atrocities to terrorize the civilian population. To
cut us economcally, he tried to destroy our economc activities and sources of

i n- cone.

By the use of carefully ochetrated press and diplomatic activities, the
eneny told lies about our revolution to foreign governnents to prevent us from
getting out-side synpathy or support, while endeavouring to acquire foreign aid
and support for hinself.

As you all know, the eneny's relentless effort inthe four years failed to
crush our national novenent. |In spite of failure the eneny has persisted in

using the sane four-cut " plan up to now at the inmmense cost of thousands of
innocent civilian lives and suffering, squandering nillions of dollars on buying
weapons and mlitary equiprment. Qne regretful matter | would like to mention at
this point is the footing of war bills of the BSPP nilitary regime by sonme
foreign governnents without trying to find out the true situation in the country.

Starting from 1983, the eneny has reinforced his garrison units in our area
in addition to bringing in the No. 44, 66 and sone elenents of No. 33 arny
Dvisions. It was a concentration of an overwhel ming nunber of troops agai nst us.

Then the eneny brought in an unprecedented nunber of heavy weapons and began his
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major offensive in early 1984. Qur troops, however, valiantly and successfully
countered the offensive of the eneny who boasted to annihilate us ina few
nonth's tine. The eneny suffered heavy losses in nmen and naterial. This has
caused a great denoralization within the eneny's ranks, whereas the outstanding
feats and courage of our troops have earned nuch appreciation and surprise.

The much predicted all-out offensive of the eneny did not materialize in
1985. Instead of naking any serious attack agai nst us, the eneny turned agai nst
the innocent civilians in our territory, in the whole year of 1985. The eneny
troops burnt down the villages and wantonly killed the people. They destroyed
the properties, including the live-stock, of our people. They tortured and raped
the wonen folks. In short, the eneny has been practising a scorch-earth policy
and wagi ng a genoci dal war against our peopl e.

To heighten the tenpo of this barbarous war, top nenbers of the Burna
Socialist Progranme Party (BSPP) |eadership, including Ne Wn and San Yu, have
been going around the world begging for financial aids and | oans and buying new
weapons and military equi pnent.

The eneny's inhunanity has caused sone difficulties for us. However, we
have to remenber that the eneny's problens are nany tines nore and greater. H's
barbarity and the suppression of the denocratic rights of the people have turned
nmany people in the country against him Msmanagenent in mlitary affairs has
brought dissension and discord within the |eadership of the BSPP and the arny.
M smanagenent in economc affairs has pushed the country to the verge of economc
ruin. The debt-service ratio has risen year after year and is now 55% which is
unheard of in the history of the country.

Qur problens are alnmost non-existant in conparison. Now, nmore and nore
peopl e have rallied to our cause. Thousands of ordinary civilians have cone to
us for weapons to fight. The enthusiastic support of the people has boosted the
norale of our troops to a new high. The better cooperation and coordination
anong the menbers of the National Denocratic Front have |essoned the burden we
have to shoulder. Qur revolutionary struggle has gained more and nore attention
of the out-side world.

Oh this 37th anniversary day of the Karen revolution, | would like to
propose three resolutions for us to adopt and carry out.

The first is the resolution to increase the strength of our arned forces.
The Karen revolution, being an arned revolution, nust have a good mlitary
organi zation and, therefore, the enlargenent and raising the quality of our arned
forces is very inportant. That means increasing the nunber of men in the armed
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forces and providing facilities for the study of mlitary science and better

training. W nust endeavor to maintain the discipline, the faith and the noral e
of our fighting men. W nust endeavor to equip them with enough arnms and

amuni ti on.

The second is the resolution to strive for the inprovenent of our
organi zations and our organizational skills. To organize well is torally for
victory. To organize all the forces for victory efficiently, the technical
know edge and skills pertaining to proper political education and indoctrination

i's a necessary requirenent.

Al though our revolution has reached its 37th anniversary, even some of our
leaders are weak in their revolutionary and political conciousness. A well
rounded political education is necessary to make us ardent and efficient
activists in our struggle.

It is strewn with problens
whi ch have no easy solutions. Sonetimes, it requires conmon sense and someti nes
it requires educated wisdom but nmost of the tine it requires great dedication
and perseverence to solve them

To be just, upright and to have the required courage and enthusiasm a
| eader nust always work hard to raise his |leadership qualities. In this process
of self-edification, he nust always learn to accunulate know edge and acquire
proficiency. He nust raise his capabilities by trying to acquire the virtues of

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BSPP GOVERNMENT AND THE GOLDEN TRI ANGLE

The tri-border area of Thailand, Laos and Burnma whi ch has becone the |argest
opi um producing area in the world since 1950s is popularly ternmed as the "Gol den
Triangle" by the international press. Annually, this area produces from 1000 to
1,500 tons of raw opiumwhich is then refined into heroin formng 80-90%of the
world's illicit supply.

The serious problens created by heroin addiction has turned world attention
to the fight against illicit drugs since president N xon declared a "war on drug"
ina June 1971 statenent to Congress. Qadually, the UN and many individual
countries have come to participate in activities to conbat the scourge.

It is awell known fact that starting from 1980 many governnents including
the United States have been giving enough aids to the Burma Socialist Programe
Party (BSPP) government for the purpose of elimnating opium and heroin
production in the country. However, nore than adequate international assistances
in the six years have hardly produced any result to deter the production of opium
and heroin in Burnma. This certainly begs for an answer to the question "why?"
The following is a factual account revealing the connection between the BSPP and

the notorious opiumwarlord that would give a definitive answer.

A year after General Ne Wn came to power in 1962 by a coup d'e'tat, he
enpl oyed sone local self-defence forces in the Shan States, the part of Burna
where opiumis nainly produced, to fight against the Shan nationalist novenent.
These sel f-defence forces were allowed to traffick in contraband goods including
opium as a neasure of self-support.

Among the heads of these self-defence forces was a certain young man by the
nane of Khun Sa alias Chan Shee-fu, a half-Shan hal f-Chinese. He was a nman of
uncormon anbition. In a period of four years he nmanaged to expand his arny from
a fewhundred to two thousand men and becane one of the najor opium traffickers,
or an opi umwarl ord.

A conpetition with the GChinese Kuomntang arny remmants to doninate the
opium trafficking led Khun Sa to negotiate seriously with Shan nationalist
leaders in 1968. Wen Ne Wn got wind of the matter, he invited Khun Sa under
the pretext of wanting to have a discussion. Wen he arrived in Rangoon,
however, he was thrown into jail for an indefinite period of detention.

The Burnese press widely reported about the capture and immnent trial of
Khun Sa. The world was nuch relieved to learn of the news. That relief, however,

was not to last long, for Khun Sa was released, after about ten nonths, in
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exchange for two Russian doctors who had been abducted by Khun Sa's men in the

town of Taunggyi, under a very nmysterious condition

The capital of Shan State, Taunggyi, is in the Southern Shan State. It was
wel | guarded by the police as well as by the men fromthe all powerful Mlitary
Intelligence Service. Moreover, it is nmore than 250 miles away fromthe jungle
hi de-out of Khun Sa which was in the Northern Shan State. The kidnapping of the
two Russian doctors by Khun Sa's men was something next to the inpossible.

Sources with a good know edge of "inside affairs" said that soon after his
capture Khun Sa proposed and had a very secret meeting with the BSPP Chairman,
Ne Wn. A gist of Khun Sa's conversation with the chairman runs as follow -

"M . Chairman, you know better than anyone else that unlike KNU, KIO CPB

and etc., my organization is not a political one. In the past as well as at the
present, | have never tried to oppose your political power. In the future also |
have no reason to oppose it. Al ny men and | have concentrated minly on
business matters. | armm men only for the purpose of protecting ny business
operations. True to ny origin as a Shan-Chinese, | possess all the tricks and
wi | es of a businessman. Using these tricks and wiles, | have kept all the tribes
inmy territory conpletely under ny control and, as a result, | have kept them

fromgoing to the rebels. This benefits you, M. Chairman, as nuch as me."

"My deputy Chan Shu-chin cannot be relied upon for the effective control of
these tribes who make up ny army. |f ny organization breaks up, the factions are
sure to join forces with the various rebel groups. That would only increase the
number of your enemes. You know better than I, M. Chairman, that Shans,
Kachins, Karens, CPB and etc. are trying to expand their forces at the present.
In point of fact, | amyour ally rather than an eneny. | amready to participate
in the effort to crush your main enemes."

"One more point I'd like to submit for your consideration, M. Chairman, is
the acquirement of modern arms and equipment for your army. You allow me to
continue with my business. Then you are sure to get a positive reponse if you
solicit foreign aids for the purpose of destroying ny business. Of course,
fromtime to time, your troops and mine will have to stage make-believe battles.
At every opportunity, I'Il try to sow dissension and enploy various means to
break wup the rebel groups opposing you. You and |, M. Chairman, will always
keep in touch and orchestrate the activities with full understanding."

Ne Wn was much persuaded by the argument. He was also convinced of the
viability of Khun Sa's suggestions. The Kidnapping, the cover for Khun Sa's
rel ease, was also suggested by Khun Sa hinself. Ne Wn had to use the plan after
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a futile search for a better way to rel ease him

As recounted by one of Khun Sa's nen involved in the kidnapping, the mssion
had almost had to be aborted. The duty-concious conmander of 94th Infantry
Regi ment stationed near Taunggyi at the time nobilized his troops as soon as he
heard the news of kidnapping. He ordered his troops to block all the escape
routes and nake a thorough search of all the likely places. The Kkidnappers were
al most caught when the troops were suddenly recalled to their command
headquarters. After that, the kidnappers had a free and easy trip to the border.

Ne Wn started receiving foreign aids for the suppression of opiumin Burna
in 1975-76. Soon, the much publicised destruction of poppy fields and nilitary
operations agai nst opiumwarlords were |aunched. The poppy fields destroyed were
not those of Khun Sa's. They had been planted by BSPP nen for the purpose of
deliberately deceiving the foreign observers and the press. The mlitary
operations were against the nationalist nmovenents who had nothing to do with
narcotic drugs production or trafficking.

"Wenever we had a battle with Ne Wn's troops, Khun Sa's nen woul d appear
behind us and cut off our line of retreat,” said a |leader of the Shan State
Progress Party. "And whenever we had a battle with Khun Sa's troops, Ne Wn's
troops woul d show up to attack us fromthe back. Things are very difficult for
us. It is the strong national spirit of our people that has sustained our
revolution up to this day. Qherw se our nmovenent would have di sappeared | ong

ago.

The arnms, ammunition and the airplanes given to Burma by well-neaning
forei gn governnents have been used by the BSPP governnent expressly against the
national novenments of the various indigenous peoples in the country. The
i ndel i bl e proof of the BSPP s deceitful nature was the two helicopters shot down
by the Karen National Liberation Arny troops during Mawpokay battle in 1983. A
nunber of helicopters were given to the BSPP government by the US strictly for
use in narcotic suppression work. In contravention to the agreenment between the
two governnents, the BSPP governnent used them against the Karens who had never
been involved in either narcotic drugs production or trafficking. In fact, the
Karen national mnovenent has been followi ng a very strict policy against all form
of narcotic drugs fromthe very beginning up to this day.

Anot her conspi ci ous case showi ng the insidious nature of the BSPP gover nment
has been the case in which the Swedish government was deceived into selling 200
pi eces of 84 mm Carl Qustave recoiless guns against its policy to the Burmese
government. The Swedish governnent's policy has been to sell the guns only to a
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country that has no civil war and with a good hunan rights record. The civil

war in Burma has been raging since 1948 and the human rights record of Burna has
been so poor that the chairnman of BSPP, Ne Wn, has been dubbed as "lIdi Amn of
Asia" by his own peopl e.

Apart fromforeign aids, the BSPP governnent is reapi ng handsone benefits by
earning the much needed foreign exchange fromthe business operations of Khun Sa
through direct involverment. News reaching here from Rangoon says that a recent
AAreport confirms the involverment of sone ninisters of the BSPP governnent in
international narcotic drugs trafficking and the US governnent is sending a

protest note.

Over the years, the BSPP governnent has becone nore and nore dependent on
Khun Sa for cash to oil its nilitary nmachine and to keep itself in power. It is
existing in a synbiotic relationship with the existance of Khun Sa's business
organi zation which is operating nore than 80%share of the Golden Triangle's

illicit production of heroin.

It is indeed a regretable situation for the world that the production of
opium and heroin in Burna can never be elimnated as |long as the BSPP gover nment

is in power.

SHAM UNI ON OF BSPP AND THE GENUI NE UNI ON

Since the tine of the AFPFL governnent up to the present Burma Sociali st
Programme Party (BSPP) regime, the 12th of February has been designated as the
"Union Day" in Burma. Every year, the day is celebrated with great ponp and
cerenony, parading a large nunber of indigenous peoples in their colorful
nati onal costumes, to mslead the world and delude the natives. However, the
i ndi genous peoples fighting for their national freedomin Burma are not deceived
by all the parades and fanfares staged on | avish scales on these occasions by the
BSPP.

A "Union" is a conbination or federation, for common benefit, of two or nore
states on the basis of equality and with alarge measure of autonony for the
constituent states.

In the time of AFPFL governnent, the Shans, Kachins, Kayahs (Karennis),
Karens and, later, Chins were given states. Alarge part of the country was
taken by the Burmese and named as "Burma proper” instead of "State". The Burmese
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chauvinists, or Burnmese nmster - racists domnated the wunion government and

strictly managed and controlled all the affairs of the ethnic states. This
inequality led some Shan national |eaders to demand for the creation of a genuine
federal union in 1961-62, well after a ten-year trial period after independence

WWen the head of the wunion government, U Nu, nade certain concessions to the
demand, Ceneral Ne Wn staged a coup under the pretext of saving the union from
di sintegration.

Ne Wn's mlitary reginme abolished all the democratic rights of the people
and set up the BSPP, the only party in the country, and constituted the
government nonopoly on all the economic enterprises. Wth the concentration of
all power in its hands, the regime oppressed, exploited and persecuted the
i ndi genous peoples nmore ruthlessly than ever. As a result, nore and nore
i ndi genous peoples have taken wup arms in resistance since the BSPP mlitary
regime came to power

In 1973, a new constitution was pronulgated. The country was officially
naned as the Socialist Republic of the Union of Burma, Again, the "union" is
only a sham wunion. It is "union" only in formand a unitary systemin essence
reducing the status of all the states of the indigenous peoples to that of a nere
adm ni strative area. This predication is verified by the follow ng facts.

- The first fact constituting racial inequality is, like in AFPFL's tine,
the allotment of the largest and best part of the country to the Burmese
The territory is devided into seven admnistrative divisions and referred
to as Burmese seven divisions. The Kachins, Kayahs (Karennis), Karens
Chins, Mons, Arakanese and Shans are alloted seven respective states of
very under-devel oped areas. It is the same act of blatant racism
practised by the AFPFL regine.

- The states, far from having the autonony for self-government and self
devel opnment, are not allowed to teach even their own |anguages and devel op
their own national cultures. The chairmen and nenbers of state councils
(state governnments) are only puppets who have to follow orders given by

the BSPP military regine.

- Though the BSPP has said that the sovereign power has been transferred
back to the people, it is in reality still in the hands of the mlitary
commanders in charge of the states and divisions

- The one-party systemhas denied all the peoples in the country of the
basic denocratic rights of freedom of worship, expression, assenbly and
prot est
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- Al the affairs of the country, nanely, the political, admnistrative
econonic, nilitary, financial, social and cultural affairs are exclusively
nmanaged and control l ed by the BSPP Burnese-chauvini sts, or Burnese master-
raci sts and, consequently, all the indigenous peoples in the country are
oppressed, exploited and discrimnated nmore ruthlessly than ever in every
field of human activities.

The 12th of February 1947 was the day on which Panl ong Agreenent was signed
by representatives of the indigenous peoples in the country, including the
Burnese. The Panl ong Conference was convened in response to the British denand
for a proof showing unity anong all the races of Burnma. At the conference, the
Burmese national |leader Aung San, the architect of the independence of Burna,
assured all present that all the ethnic nationalities (or the indigenous peopl es)
woul d have conplete equality and full right to self-deternination

The essence of the agreenent was that all the indigenous peoples in the
country, including the Burmese, were to enjoy the right to conplete equality and
to live in peace and harnmony in the union to be established after independence

The Karen revolutionists led by the Karen National Uiion (KNU), are not
extremst insurgents trying to break up the union as it has been alleged by their
eneny. The Karen revol utionists are freedomfighters engaged in the struggle for
the establishment of a genuine union of ethnic-nation states in Burnma based on
equality, self-determnation and the principles of denocracy.

In other words, KNU is engaged in a revolutionary nmnovenent for the
establishnent of a true federal union which enbodies the exact spirit or essence
of the Panl ong Agreenent.

The basic characteristics of a genuine federal union envisaged by KNU are as

foll ows: -

- Bach and every ethnic people (or indigenous people) in Burma, including
the Burmese, is to have a state if that people have all the attributes of
a nationality and the newunion is to be a federation of the states of al
these ethnic peoples in the country.

- lrrespective of size, all the constituent states of the union are to enjoy

equal rights and opportunities.

- As part of the right to self-deternination, each and every constituent
state is to have the right to secede from the union depending on the
popul ar will of the people in the state.

- In accordance wth the basic principles of federal union, each and every
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constituent state is to have the right to establish its own state

constitution governing the exercise of the state legislative, executive
and judicial powers,the right to have its own official |anguage, the right
to have its own national flag and other rights conpatible with the right
to self-determnation and sel f-government.

- The totalitarian systemof one-party dictatorship is to be abolished and
all the citizens of the union are to have the basic denocratic rights such
as freedom of worship, expression, assenbly, protest and etc.

- The union government is to have a bi-canmeral legislature in order to be
endowed with the powers to protect and pronote the rights of all the
citizens of the union, as well as the rights of all the nationalities in
the country.

The shamunion of the BSPP nilitary regime has been plagued by crisis after
crisis due to the ailing econony caused by msmanagement at all levels, the
rising tempo of the civil war, the political infighting in the BSPP, the
suppression of the denocratic rights of all the peoples in the country and the
apatheidic policy practised by the ruling class towards the non-Burnese ethnic

peopl es.

Inthis situation, nothing short of the creation of a genuine federal union,
based on the principles of denocracy, with conplete equality and self-
deternmination for all the indigenous peoples can bring back peace, prosperity and
progress to the country.

Accordingly, it is the paranount task of the KNU to fight against the
Bur mese-chauvinist Ne Wn - San Yu BSPP nmilitary regime, hand in hand with ot her
revol utionary organizations in Burna for the establishnent of a genuine federal
uni on of national republics, for equality, denocracy and social progress.

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"RUNI  RUN! THE BURMESE ARE COM NG'

For about 1,000 or nore Karen civilians of Haingbwe Township sone 20
kilometers inside Burma fromthe Thai - Burma border, the begining of the year 1986

was not a happy one.

O 10 January a conpany of the Burnese soldiers from No. 83 Infantry
Regi nent entered a Karen village by the nane of "Ka-nmarr-hta" and began shooting
at wonen, children and el derly people. (he wonman who was 8 nonths pregnant was
brutally killed. Two youths were wounded. Two weeks later the sane conpany cane
again and shot at the fleeing villagers. A young girl was wounded in the abdomen
and a wonan and her 10 nonths ol d baby were slightly wounded. On 14 February,
the villagers who were hiding inthe jungle returned to the village to burry a
friend who had died. Wile digging for burial, they spotted the approaching
Burnese soldiers and ran. The soldiers opened fire wounding five nen.

The foll owings are some of the accounts of Burmese brutalities given by the

"M/ el der sister, a cousin and ne were having our afternoon neal when | saw

sone Burnese soldiers. | shouted 'Burmese! Burnese!' and junped down from our
house and ran toward the jungle. | heard many shots. | felt a very strong force
push me frombehind and fell face down. | got up again and ran into the forest",

said Saw Ta Wai, a thirteen years old boy from "Ka-narr-hta" village.

"Wen we found him he was bleeding profusely”, continued his father,
Saw Pann Maing. "Fortunately | had |learned sone first aids treatnent froma
Karen nedic some years ago. | applied tight bandage using ny old sarong, to
control the bleeding. M son coughed out blood for the next two weeks. There
was very little medicine available. | tried ny best to save ny son's life.
Luckily, ny son recovered and we were able to flee to you where we are sure we
will be taken care of".

A young worman who was 8 nonths pregnant was not that much lucky. She was
18 years old and narried to a farmer only |ast year. Her nane was Naw Paw Lay.

O hearing the shouts of "run! run! the Burnese are coning", she grabbed her
bag whi ch contained 7,000 kyats fromthe recent sale of her cattles and began to
run. She was seized by a Burnese soldier. On finding the noney in her bag, the
Burmese soldiers accused HER of being the wife of a rebel to possess such an
anount of noney. She honestly denied of NOT' being the wife of arebel. The
village elders also testified for her. The soldiers refused to believe them
They took her into the forest and shot her tw ce, once through her pregnant
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abdonen and the other through her left chest. They took all her noney and the

earrings she was weari ng.

" W were having our afternoon rmeal, ny nother, ny two younger brothers and

me, when | heard peopl e shouting 'Burnese! Burnese!". W got down fromour house
and ran toward the forest. | heard nany gun shots. | felt sonething very hot
hit ny abdormen. | looked down at it and saw bl ood. | was very frightened.

thought | was going to die. But | kept on running. Later | met ny famly. They
brought a village nmedical man and treated ny wound. Wen | got better we fled
the village. The incident took place about two weeks after Naw Paw Lay was kil l ed
by the Burmese soldiers. Two other villagers were al so wounded on that day. They
are also fleeing to the border and will arrive tonmorrow or the day after
tomorrow', said Naw Mu Pu, a Karen youth of 16 years ol d.

" After the two incidents of Burmese atrocities we left the village and
hid in the jungle. e of the villagers got sick and died. W were digging for
the burial when we saw the Burnese soldiers approaching. W left the corpse and
ran. The Burmese opened fire at us with snall arns and nortar. Five of us got
wounded with nortar splinters. Luckily, not very serious. The wounded fled to
the border by another route. This incident took place on 14 February", reported
the village head Saw Kyaw Kl er Po.

" These Burnese are real nurderers. They shoot at wonen, children any body
they see. | amvery, very frightened of them Two days ago they entered our
village again and shot dead a boy keeping cattles. | want to run as far away as
possi ble fromthese blood-thirsty nmaniacs", said a sixty year old wonan.

" W left our hiding place five days ago. Qur group consisted of eight
famlies. W were afraid of running into the Burmese soldiers, so we asked the
Karen soldiers to guard us to safety. n our second day we ran into sone Burnese
soldiers. Afighting broke out. The five Karen soldiers gave us covering fires
when we fled. Three wonmen and a baby are still mssing. | think they have been
captured by the Burnese soldiers”, said the | eader of the group

The villagers from Ka-nmarr-hta and the surrounding villages becanme too
frightened to remain in their villages or hide in the jungles. They collected
what ever they could carry on their shoulders and fled to the border in groups for
tenporary refuge. They have been arriving at the border since 17 February.

O 19 February President General Bo Mya, Secretary General Padoh Ba Thin
and the author visited and talked with some 150 civilians fleeing fromthe
Burmese atrocities.

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THE MASSACRES BY THE PEOPLE'S ARMY

On the evening of 25th June 1985, three wounded were brought to the Karen
Mlitary hospital in Paloo, one of the Karens' strongholds situated along the
Thai -Burma border. Fromthe injuries they had sustained one could easily m stake
themas Karen soldiers wounded at the front and brought back to the hospital. The
condition of one of themwas so serious that the nedical officer in charge had to
refer the case to a more advanced hospital after giving necessary first aid
treatment. The patient however, died on the way.  the other two, one was shot
through the right arm and the arm bone was broken. The wound was so infected
that anputation of the armhad to be done. The other was shot through the left
fore-arm They were not Karen soldiers but civilians who were trying to find
extra income to support their famlies as hired porters. The following is the
story of how they narrowl y escaped the nassacre by the Burmese sol diers,troops of
the socal l ed people's Arny,

Both of us are fromthe same village " began Thein Zan, who was 27 vyears
old. "M friend is San Nyein, 28 years old. Both of us are married, | have two
children and San Nyein has three. W are from Pane-ne-gone village of
Kyai kmarraw townshi p, (A town about 150 kil ometers east of Rangoon), W are Mn
nati onal s".

"Qur parents are farmers and so are we," continued Thein Zan, "Nornally
our yearly paddy yield is sufficient for our famly. But since we have to give
our 'quota to the governnent we do not have enough for our famlies anynmore. To
conpensate for the shortage, we carry freight for the traders fromthe border to
Kawkar ei k", (Kawkareik is a town about 180 kil ometers east of Rangoon).

O 24th June a trader hired 15 porters to carry goods from Paloo to
Kawkarei k. O their way they learned that the "news is not good” which nmeant the
Bur nese sol di ers were sonewhere al ong the way,

" The fifteen of us waited, sone sitting and sone standing waiting for the
'all clear' for us to continue. Suddenly, sonme twenty or 30 soldiers appeared
fromthe jungle and started shooting at us. | was hit on ny left fore arm got
up and ran for ny life". Said San Nyein,

| was hit on ny right armand fell down and one of ny friends fell on top

of me. | closed ny eyes and feigned death. The soldiers came and took away all
our goods. | heard two or three shots very close to ne. Those shots were
probably for those who were not quite dead, | lay very still for fifteen or

twenty mnutes and slowy opened ny eyes and | ooked around. Everything was very
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quiet. Dead bodies were all around ne. Wen | was sure that all the soldiers

were gone | pushed away the body on top of ne and started to run back to Pal oo
where | was picked up by the Karen soldiers who sent me to the hospital,”
explained Thein Zan. " The doctor tried to save ny arm but finally it had to be
anput at ed".

" Nne or ten days later, an Indian was brought to the hospital. The next
day when | talked to himl found out that he also went through the same
ni ght mari sh experience like us. O his ten conpanions, including tw wonen, he
was the only one who escaped when the Burnese soldiers opened fire at them" said
San Nyein. (The nane of the Indian-muslimis Yunoof, 40, of Kawkareik town. He
was wel |l |ooked after at Paloo hospital until properly cured and then sent back
horre. )

" They called thenselves soldiers of 'Pyithutanmadaw (People's Arny),
they are our soldiers why do they have to kill us indiscrimnately? | thought
they were to protect us or at least they would not act like insane nurderers,
said Thein Zan, rubbing the stunp of his right arm

In the 23
skirm shes, the eneny suffered a total of 12 killed and 25 wounded. nly one was
slightly wounded on our side.

No. 3 Mlitary Zone, Nyaunglebin D strict

From 22-12-85 to 31-12-85, 2 eneny conpanies from Kyaukkyi I|aunched an
operation against our 8th Bn in Mun Towship. Qur troops put up strong
resistance and the eneny withdrew after suffering 8 killed and 5 wounded. CQur

anti-personnel mnes killed 3 and wounded 2 eneny troops.

No. 6 Mlitary Zone, Pa-an D strict

From 17-12-85 to 31-12-85, our troops fromthe 7th Brigade engaged the eneny
in 10 guerilla actions killing 21 and wounded 78 eneny troops, including 1 colum
commander, 1 lieutenant and 11 NCGCs.

Qur land mnes killed 1 and wounded 16 eneny troops. N ne of the wounded
had a |l eg each bl own of f.

1 Browning pistol wth 30 rounds, 11 pieces of assorted small arns and
87 rounds of assorted ammnition were captured by our troops.

20th Battalion Area, Papun D strict

O 22-12-85 and again on 26-12-85 our troops attacked the eneny units at
Tha-awpli and Ta-re-ki villages. A total of 12 eneny troops were killed and
16 wounded. Qur troops captured 3 @ and 2 B rifles. Over 1,000 rounds of
ammunition and a quantity of mlitary equipment were also captured in the two

Anti-
personnel mnes killed 2 and wounded 3 eneny troops, including one |ieutenant who
had one of his legs severed. They are fromeneny's No. 24 Infantary Battalion.

No. 2 Mlitary Zone, Toungoo D strict

O 4-1-86, our troops attacked and killed 2 and wounded 7 eneny troops in
Maw-t hey-der area.

No. 5 Mlitary Zone, Nyaunglebin D strict

In two attacks on 2-1-& and 11-1-86, our troops killed 2 and wounded 4
eneny troops. On 7-1-86, our conbined troops' attack on the eneny's peoples
mlitia out-post killed and wounded 17 nilitia nen.

No. 4 Mlitary Zone, Mergui-Tavoy D strict

Qur troops captured 5 assorted small arms with 2,052 assorted rounds of
amunition and sone military equipnent in these actions.

101st Special Battalion Area

Qur troops in this area initiated 15 attacks on the eneny and inflicted
a casualty of 14 eneny troops Kkilled and 42 wounded. The anti-personnel m nes
killed 2 and wounded 22 eneny troops, 5 of whom had a leg each severed. Two
bridges and 11 trucks wused in road-construction were blown up. Twelve eneny
trucks were danaged by our shelling attacks.

In an engagenent on 18-11-85, the KN A troops killed 4 and wounded 3 eneny
troops.
