THE LAST CGREEN PLACE

The Asian nainland' s |argest
intact tropical forest areais in
grave danger as a war rages over
Bur nese teak wood.

Thailand's forests have been de-
cimated to the point of no return,
at a rate of 3% each year- The
areas of Burma under control of the
Burmese mlitary government have
al so been severely deforested,, In
1984, National Geographic nagazine
estimated that the destruction of
Burma's forests was "spreading at a
rate of 250,000 acres a year", that
the governnent Tinber Corporation
was cutting 540,000 tons per year,
and that rmarketable teakwood from
government controlled areas woul d be
depleted in ten years.

In contrast, mnmuch of Burnma's
frontier areas remain forested, wth
deci duous teak forests in the noun-

tains and "nonsoon forest" in the
south, hone to such wldlife as
hornbills, tapirs, rhinoceros and
wild elephants. This is largely be-
cause of a 40 year ethnic mnority
rebel I'i on which has pr event ed
Burnmese governnment access to the
tinber. Rebel run logging opera-
tions have been conparatively snal
scal e.

Foll owi ng Novenber 1988's di sas-
trous floods in deforested southern

Thai | and, the Thai governnent banned
all logging nationwide. This was
followed by a rush by Thai nilitary/
business figures to rmake tinber

deals with counterparts in previous-
ly isolationist neighbors such as
Laos and Burma. Political issues
and human rights considerations have
been subordinated to the desire to
profit fromnew tinber concessions.
The Burnese junta, in dire need of

forei gn exchange to purchase the am

munition essential to the nainten-
ance of its privileged lifestyle,
has sought desperately to fulfill

its comitments in bringing hardwood
to the Thai purchasers.

UNu, the last freely elected
| eader of Burma, recently conmented,
"V have had forestry conservation
since the British were here, but
(now) there is no provision for it,
Qur forests will disappear." (Feb-
ruary 8, 1989)

THE TEAK WAR

In the north, the Burnese govern-
nent reportedly has nade arrange-
ments with favored drug warlords in-
cluding the notorious "heroin king"
Khun Sa, for transport of |ogs
through their territory. Tradi ng
firme are said to comonly be in-
volved in both commodities: narco-
tics and wood.

In the south, although some in-
surgent |eaders are cooperating in
increased logging for Thai firns,
tribal rebels have vowed to attack
Burmese logging and log transport
operations. Pierce battles are
bei ng fought as the Burmese arny at-
tacks the Karen tribe's region along
the Thai border, in an effort to
claimtinber and force |ogging roads
t hr ough.

STATEMENT OF THE DEMOCRATI C ALLI ANCE CF BURVA
CONCERNI NG THE PROPCSED PEACE TALKS

Vener abl e Monks and Fellow Citi zens:

The following statement is being made in order to clarify and
inform you of the true devel opments concerning the rejection on
May 26th, 1989, by the Saw Maung mlitary junta of the offer of
nmedi ati on between the Denocratic Alliance of Burma (DAB) and the
junta by its neighbor Thail and.

The DAB is conposed of denocratic, religious, expatriate, and
student organi zati ons who together resolutely oppose the Ne W n/
Saw Maung military junta. W want to assure you that the Alliance
will continue to fight with determination until the downfall of
dictatorial mlitarism in Burma. Mreover, the DAB will pursue
its objective of creating a peaceful and prosperous Federal Union.

The Ne Wn/Saw Maung nmilitary reginme seized state power and has
ruled as a military dictatorship with the intention of suppress-
ing the equality and freedom of the ethnic nationalities. Because
of this system the nationalities, including the Burmans, have
been tranpled under Burmese nmilitary jackboots resulting in the
total denial of all human and democratic rights. Due to the
severe oppression of the nmilitary regine and its cohorts, the
party and council nenbers, a spontaneous general wuprising broke
out when the students, nonks, and the entire people could bear
oppression no longer. The nmilitary reginme does not want to relin-
quish its power and privileges which it has gained and enjoyed
for 26 years but instead has desperately clung to power by
killing thousands of denobnstrating students, nonks, and civi-
lians. We do not believe it is in the nature of such powernongers
to ever voluntarily transfer power to the people.

The Thai |eadership initiated a nediation effort for peace talks
between the military junta and the denocratic forces in the DAB
in line with Thailand's policy of turning the Southeast Asia's
war zones into economic zones with the view to benefitting the
future well-being of Burma. The DAB | eadership accepted the Thai
offer to nedi ate peace tal ks, especially since the policy of the
DAB is to resolve political problenms by political means whenever
possible. If such talks did take place, it was the intention of
the DAB to give priority to the people's strong yearning for
denocratic rights and for calling for the formation of an interim
governnent. However, the Ne Wn/Saw Maung military junta, which
had dared to sl aughter thousands of innocent students, nonks, and
citizens when the people's protests affected their nonopoly on
power, arrogantly rejected the Thai offer of nmediation for peace
wi t hout nuch consideration. This is clear evidence of the war-
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nongering nature of the Rangoon mlitary Junta. Moreover, it is a
brazen insult to the goodwill of the Thai |eaders who had offered
to mediate for peace and regional devel opnent. Therefore, the DAB
concludes that it is inpossible for the mlitary junta to enter
into negotiations with the opposition for the sake of internal
peace nor do we believe that they will allow free and fair nulti-
party el ections.

The DAB cannot accept the idea of holding peace tal ks inside the
country or without a third-party medi ator because past peace
negotiations with the Rangoon nmilitary regine resulted in a dead-
lock or failure because of Rangoon's demand for wunil ateral
surrender of arms, the manipulation of facts for propaganda
rather than presenting the views to the people correctly, and
attenpts to interdict the peace del egates on their way hone.

If the mlitary junta cannot rescind the oppressive edicts and
regul ations as demanded by the denobcratic forces in the urban
centers, internal peace and democratic rights can never be
obt ai ned through negotiation. In addition, it appears the Ne W n/
Saw Maung clique is desperately trying to salvage its political
bankruptcy by mlitary adventures against the denocratic forces.
It is now evident that they are using their troops as sacrificial
| ambs and are forcefully subjecting them to the influence of
psycho-active mnd-controlling drugs and alcohol during their
assaul ts agai nst the denocratic strongholds.

We, the armed resistance, firnmy endeavor to solve political
problens and differences, which are the root causes of the civil
war, by political nmeans. However, because of the refusal of the
successive Rangoon mlitary regines to solve political problens
by political means, the civil war has dragged on for forty |ong
years.

Even if the Rangoon mlitary junta rejects negotiations as a
peaceful alternative to solving Burma's political crisis, we, the
DAB, will take whatever alternative is left and continue to fight
on by whatever neans necessary to achieve our political ainms and
obj ecti ves.

Therefore, the DAB affirns that it will continue to struggle on,
hand-in-hand with all the people as well as all other political
forces ready to join hands with us until the follow ng political
obj ectives are realized:

a. The abolishnment of the one-party dictatorial system

b. The restoration of full denocratic rights to the people.

C. The cessation of civil war and the establishment of

i nternal peace.

d. The formation of a genuine Federal Union.

To win the support and trust of junior officers and ordinary sol diers of
the arny it relies upon, Ne Wn-Saw Maung military clique is desperatel y
trying with flattery using phrases |ike "Just war", "arny, protector of the
country" and etc, liberally in its propaganda. To expand border trade and
tinber export with the purpose of getting nore foreign exchange for its war
effort, the clique is launching all-out offensives against the nat i onal
revol utionary forces, especially against the KNU, enploying the |argest
concentration of forces and fire power.

In the period of 6 nonths since Dec. 1988, Burma Arny has suffered ca-
sualities totalling 2000 dead and 4000 wounded. At the begining of the of-
fensive Ne Wn-Saw Maung clique stated to the effect that it was willing to
exchange the Tife of a soldier for ateak Tog, inmlitary operations in

the border areas. In a recent order, the clique instructed its district
authorities to bayonet the students to death instead of shooting them if
there was a renewed uprising when the schools reopened. These i nst ances

show that, for the naintenance of its rule, Ne Wn-Saw Maung clique 1B
ready to sacrifice many nore lives of Burma Arny soldiers and slaughter the
students again wthout much thought.

Wiat is nore heinous is the enploynment of al cohol and psyoho-active
drugs by the clique to induce mindl essness in the assaulting troops and
send themto certain death in attacks against our canps. Such a cri m nal
act is rarely found even in international wars.

There is no doubt that for its ow benefit and for the benefit of a
small elite group of sone top mlitary officers, Ne Wn-Saw Maung clique,
will go on wantonly sacrificing the lives of thousands of junior officers
and ordinary soldiers. Therefore, we urge you, the junior officers and
soldiers of the Burna Arny, to escape fromthe | owdown and worthless fate
i nposed on you, wth the enployment of various tricks, and turn yors guns
agai nst Ne Wn-Saw Maung nilitary clique.

terned it the "Hyde Park of Rangoon"
inatalk at the Asia Society in New
York on Novenber 29.

Inhis talk , Anbassador Levin
concluded that by pronoting hunman
rights in Burnma "we have in a sense
the luxury of living up to our prin-
ciples," we agree. Bringing up the
case of Burma at the Human R ghts
Comm ssion would ensure that the
Burmese nmilitary cannot continue to
behave as it has without feeling
the worl d's condemmati on. So nassive
aviolation of the human rights of a

people who have such faith in
Arerican denocracy should not be
forgotten.

In addition, we ask that you

encourage the nenber nations of the
Associ ation of South Bast Asian Na-
tions and other appropriate nations
inthe region, such as India, South

Kor ea, and Japan, to naintain
support for denocratic |iberaliza-
tion and human rights in Burnma.
Thai | and, especially, as Burma's
nost i nvol ved nei ghbor, has a
critical role to play in the effort

of the Burnese people to win the
