The entire people of Burnma and many of the world's
popul ation are well aware of the 1988 wuprising of the
nonks, people, and students who staged denonstrations and
general strikes against the nmore than (26) years reign and
intol erabl e enslavenent of the Ne Wn regine's mlitary and
one-party dictatorship in Burna.

Ne Wn's nilitary regine staged coup d etat after
crushing the 1988 people uprising. Namng Itself the State
Law and Order Restoration Council (SLORC) and giving the
reason to hold a multi-party denocracy general el ections,
the nmlitary regine, led by Gen. Saw Maung, functioned over
all the affairs of the state.

During throughout the period prior to the elections,
the political parties' election canpaigns were either
restricted or banned by the SLORC s orders and
decl arations. The organizations and el ecti on canpai gns of
the political parties were strictly controlled by the O der
2/ 88, 8/88 and the Martial Law orders of the SLORC
Denocratic forces and organi zations, including the Nationa
League for Denocracy (NLD) Party which enjoyed the popul ar
support of the majority of the people, were restricted or
suppressed by various neans. Many |eaders and nmenbers of
various parties, including UTin Co, the Chairnan, and
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, the General Secretary of the N.D
Party, were put under house arrest, detained in prisons,
charged, sentenced or harrassed by frequent interrogations
and ni ght searches.

The pro-denocracy people dared not express their will
and attitudes because of t hreats, i nterrogations,
i nvestigation and many ot her harrassnents by various neans.
People's rights to freedom of opinion and expression were
al so threatened and denied. People were forced to live in
fear wunder the oppressive mlitary rule. The el ections
were held under such harsh conditions full of restrictions
and difficulties.

However, w th the overwhel ming support of the people,
the NLD has won the elections securing 85%of the tota
seats of the People Assenbly. In the light of all these
events and devel opnents in Burma, the establishnent of a
peopl e denocratic government that can guarantee and
saf eguard the denocratic rights and human rights in Burng,
has al so become a historical necessity. The nilitary junta
held the general elections only to establish its own puppet
gover nnent . However, the people had expected a genuine
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democratic government after the general elections. Wth
that great expectation, the people did vote overwhel m ngly
for the NLD. This act of overwhel mi ng support for the NLD
nmeans that for the achievenent of denobcratic rights and
human rights, the NLD had been entrusted wth t he
historical duty to establish a people denocratic governnent
as soon as possible.

Having no intention to transfer power to the NLD, t he
wi nner of the general elections with a landslide victory
despite the threats and restrictions, the SLORC, with the
schenmes to delay transfer of power to the People Assenbly,
threatened and forced the political parties to accept its
programmes.

The SLORC denied with the Order 1/90 the i medi at e
calling for a People Assenbly and the transfer of power to
the people's representatives, and the formation of a
governnent by them The nenbers of the People Assenbly
rejected the Order 1/90 and demanded to call for a People
Assenbly in Septenber according to the Gandhi Decl aration
When the election winners of other political parties were
al so unani nously stood for that demand, the SLORC nounted
its pressure on all the political parties which adhered to
and were unified under the Gandhi Decl aration. There were
nore arrests of the |eaders of the NLD and the Denpcratic
Party for New Society. Mor eover, the news letters,
bul | etins, and publications of the political parties were
also prohibited even at the village and township |evel.
The NLD's township offices were raided and searched by the
army, police, and intelligence. Members of the People
Assenmbly were arrested and township political organi zers
were also called for interrogations. Referring to its own

orders and declarations, giving a nunber of unlawful
reasons and putting up t he unjustified si gnboard
"legally charged', the SLORC dissolved many of t he

political parties or created conditions to nake them weaken
and fade away so that only the puppet political parties and
political opportunists who would obey their orders and
still remain loyal to it. The SLORC thus forced the

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political parties and schened for the acceptance and
singing of the Oder 1/90 by giving various, unlawul
reasons.

The SLORC then arrested and persecuted the nonks who
protected the unlawful bannings, arrests, human rights
violations of the reginme and demanded for the inmediate
transfer of power to the people representatives elected by
the broad mass.

As for the NLD, it had proposed the SLCRC many timesto
di scuss the snooth transfer of power. In accordance with
the Gandhi Declaration, the NLD had sent petition signed by
the people representatives to the People Assenbly calling
for the principles of non-grudge and co-relation and the
snmooth transfer of power to the People Assenbly. As for
the SLORC, it had never responded and gave the excuse that
"it had no way to talk with the political parties for its

being a non-political entity". Now Burma has becone a
country shrouded in darkness because of all the unlawf ul
arrests, tortures, persecutions and human rights violations
of the SLORC In such a situation, it is absolutely
inmpossible for the representatives elected by the vast
majority of the people to call a People Assenbly and
establish a legitinate governmnent. Therefore, we, the

representatives of the NLD, the National Denocracy Party,
and individual people representatives, dedicately aining
with firmbelief -

(1) to elimnate the SLORC, the mlitary regine,
i mredi at el y,

(2) to call a National Convention with the People
Assenbly representatives elected in My (27),
1990, nenbers of the Denocratic Aliance of
Burma, other representatives from the election
wi nners, and denocratic forces,

(3) to establish a CGenuine Denocratic Covernnent,
have established "The National Coalition Governnent of the
Union of Burma" for the establishnent of an independent,
prosperous, and noderni zed Federal Union in Burma.

Dear respectabl e, denocracy-loving |leaders and journalists
of the foreign press agencies,

Today, we have reached a remarkable stage in the
hi storical developnents in Burnma. Therefore, this day is

full of grace and indeed an auspicious day for all the
persons who attend this cerenony and for the people and
nationalities all over Burna. I wish for the health and

happi ness to the entire people and nationalities in the
Uni on of Bur ma.
Dear respectable guests of honour,

As the entire people of Burma and many countries in
the world are well aware of the situations in Burma, it has
al ready been nore than (26) years, the mlitary and one-
party dictatorship has brought the political, econom cal ,
and soci al life of the people in Burnma under its state
monopoly and enslavenment resulting in a divided and parl ous
st ate. However, the people have al ways been defiant and
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finally there was the people uprisi n? in 1988 against this
tyranny. Then the mlitary regime, led by Gen. Saw Maung,
seized power again. Gving the general elections as the
incentive, it schemed by various means for the destruction
of the political parties and other denocratic forces in
Bur nma. Moreover, contrary to the junta's expectation, the
maj orit of the people overwhelmngly voted for t he
Nati onal League for Denocracy (NLD) Party. It was indeed a
surprise to all the world.

Now, we, the people representatives to the People'

Assenbly, have formed a governnent in the |liberated areas.
As we all know, this is the only option for us to choose
because this mlitary junta has no will and no way to

transfer power to the people. Scheming to delay for nonths

and years, it is creating situations to nake the process of
transfering power to the People Assenbly a failure.

As for the NLD, it had proposed the State Law and
Order Restoration Council (SLORC) many times to discuss the
transfer of power to the People Assenbly. In accordance
with the Gandhi Declaration, the NLD had sent a petition
signed by the ﬁeopl e representatives to the People Assenbly
calling for the principles of non-grudge and correlation
and the snooth transfer of power to the People Assenbly.
As for the SLORC, it had never responded and gave the
excuse that it bhad no way to talk with the political
arties for its being a non-political entity. Then Burma
as becone a parlous state due to the frequent harrassnent
by ni ght sear ches, unl awf ul i nterrogations, and
investigations, arrests, tortures, persecutions and all the
human rights violations of the SLORC

Wth such a situation under the SLORC s rule, it is
absolutely inpossible to call a People Assenbly and
establish a legitimate government. The only option for the
representatives elected by the vast majority of the people
is to escape fromthe parlous state under the SLORC into
the liberated areas and form a government for the ?eopl e.
ThisI is what we have done to nmake good of the election
results.

Statement of the Democratic Alliance of
Burma on the Formation of National
Coalition Government of the Union

of Burma

The Denocratic Alliance of Burma (DAB) is a broad
al l i ance conposed of revol utionary organi zations of the
nationalities, students, Buddhi st nonks, workers, civil
servants, intellectuals and expatriate patriots. Its
political objectives are the total abolishnent of
mlitary dictatorship and the est abl i shrment of

denocratic rights, internal peace, and a new and
genui ne federal union, based on self-determ nation and
unity.

The political objectives and the actual practice show
that the DAB deeply respects the will of the people and
pl aces the interest of the peopl e above all el se.

3. In the election of May 27, 1990, the people, once
again, displayed their firmopposition to the mlitary
dictatorship by giving an overwhel m ng mandate to the
Nat i onal League for Denocracy (NLD).

Al of you, generals to the |owest rank of the Burnma
Arny bear two vital responsibilities - They are: -

(1) Safeguarding the lives and properties of the
peopl e; and

(2) Being totally at the service and realizing the
will of the people.

The armed forces are not for torturing, Kkilling and
destroying the lives and properties of the people. They
nmust never be for serving the interest of a group.

The two> responsibilities nentioned above are the main
responsibilities of arnmed forces. Code, rul es and
regul ations of the armed forces are intended for raising
conbat efficiency and snoothing relations with the peopl e.

It is your du.tg. to disobey orders which are counter to
these two responsibilities and orders which would lead you
to the violation of human rights.

Now, we are at a tinme of extrene gravity in the
history of Burma. Your actions and decisions will have a
r eat inﬁact on history and they shall be the basis of the
uture history of the Burma Arny.
