Statement on the protest held by civilians from Bu Tho, Dweh Lo Townships
Date: March 5™ 2021

. Since the Burma Army took power in a coup on February 1% 2021, people in cities have
been protesting and demanding the end of military rule. Similarly, around 20,000 pecple will
hold a protest between Hpa Pun and Ka Ma Maung towns on March 5" 2021 from 8 am to 4
pm. The demonstrators come from 12 village tracts in Bu Tho and Dwe Lo townships
(namely Meh Klaw; Meh Nyoo; Meh Koo; Meh Mgheh; Day Wah; Kyaw Pah; Meh Pree;
Htee Th' Daw Hta in Bu Tho Township and Ma Htaw; Htee Th' Bloo Hta; K' Ter Tee; Lay
Moh Hta in Dwe Lo Township), as well as from other nearby village tracts and towns (Hpa
Pun and Ka Ma Maung). They will hold signs and chant slogans.

. The demands of the people are 1. Burmanisation and military dictatorship must end; 2.
Abolish the 2008 Constitution; 3. Establish a federal democratic state; 4. Give us equality
and self-determination; 5. The United Nations and the international community must not
work with the Burma Army; 6. The Burma Army must withdraw their army camps from our
territory; 7. Release the detained NLD government officials and protestors.

. We, Mutraw District and Brigade 5 leaders, share the same views and stand with the
villagers. We fully support their demands, as these are very important issues in the current
situation. The people's Civil Disobedience Movement is a just cause. People from the
liberated areas are protesting and showing their support for people in cities and their
demands. They need to know we support them, and we must help each other as needed.

. The Civil Disobedience Movement is not only just and truthful, it is also a peaceful
movement. Burma's “army” and “police” must not harass and threaten demonstrators. When
such things happen, it's the responsibility of our KNU government, armed forces and people
to help the people who are involved in the movement.

. The Burma Army is practicing Burmanisation, and the military dictatorship is causing many
problems. Thus, people in urban areas, the ethnic armed organisations and international
community must work together until the military dictatorship falls. This is the position of the
Mutraw District Steering Committee.
