In addition to the six points, a number of other issues were raised including the use of
terminology in the Nationwide Ceasefire Document when referring to the armed ethnic groups
themselves. While the conference was able to accept the fact that the federal army issue and the
creation of new states could be solved later, a number of groups maintained that they needed to
keep the Burmese term “cuodunmcoggmenq::” for revolutionary armed ethnic groups. This
term, which can also mean reform, was originally dismissed by the NCCT for inclusion in earlier
drafts, however, the conference participants insisted on reinstating it to the new draft.

Participants at the meeting preliminarily agreed that the Nationwide Ceasefire Draft Agreement
would include 7 chapters as follows: Preamble. Chapter 1. Basic Principle. Chapter 2. Aims
and Objectives. Chapter 3. Ceasefire Matters. Chapter 4. Methods to Consolidate the Ceasefire.
Chapter 5 Guarantee for Political Dialogue. Chapter 6. Implementation. Chapter 7.
Miscellaneous.

Once both parties accept the Draft Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement it will be reviewed by
Ethnic Armed Organisations, and once signed the political dialogue will begin.
